AVID (Achievement Via Individual Determination) is a four-year elective class that provides students
with the study skills, writing techniques, and notebook keeping skills necessary to succeed in the
rigorous Honors and AP classes that are required in high school for college-bound students.  AVID
students are required to take notes in all their academic classes.  These notes are kept in a notebook
which is graded weekly by the AVID instructors.  AVID students are required to maintain at least a 2.3
GPA.
